A. COURSE OBJECTIVES AND TOPICS

B. REQUIRED SUPPLIES

1. Required Text: All bands Essential Elements Book 1 (yellow/gold), *These texts are available for purchase for each instrument online at JWPepper.com, Amazon, or from me for $10.

2. Supplies: 
· Pencils/Colored Pencils or Colored Highlighters

· 1 inch 3-Ring Binder with clear Sheet Protectors 
· Instrument – Students may buy or rent an instrument. Let me know before you buy! Information will be given for how and where to rent an instrument. 
· Items necessary for instruments-Reeds, Mouthpieces, Valve Oil, Slide/Cork Grease, Snare Drum Sticks, Xylophone Mallets, Timpani Mallets, cleaning supplies. A lot of these items are provided but it is encouraged for students to have their own. 
ATTIRE for concerts: Long sleeve button-up black shirt, black dress pants, black socks, and black shoes are the required attire for all band concerts/events excluding Pep Band. 
Pep Band students need a navy-blue polo shirt, tan/khaki shorts/pants, and tennis shoes. 

C. GRADING PLAN


Grades will be weighted as follows:



1. Playing Tests/Performances/Concerts 60%



2. Participation/Rehearsals/Quizzes/Classwork/Homework 40%


TESTS/PERFORMANCES:

All tests will be in class. Attendance is required at all performances. This includes students that join Pep Band, Jazz Band, Solo and Ensemble, or district/all-state auditions. Students will only be excused in cases of extreme family emergency, illness, or prior arrangement with the director. All performances will be announced as far in advance as possible. Each performance will be worth 100 points with full points being awarded for full participation. *Make-ups for missed performance will be extensive and will not be allowed to receive full credit. *
PARTICIPATION/ REHEARSALS:

Band is a group/team activity; therefore, each person is expected to fully participate in all class rehearsals and afternoon rehearsals. Participation includes having all required texts and materials for class. There will be after school rehearsals for some ensembles. These are required, as stated in the state curriculum, and will be graded. 
QUIZZES/CLASSWORK:

Quizzes will include pass-offs as selected by the director. Students will be given plenty of time to practice for these pass-offs. Classwork will include music theory worksheets, rhythm sheets, and other music related topics. 

HOMEWORK/PRACTICE: 

Homework will include numbering measures on music, coloring/marking symbols on music, and having all music and handouts organized in a 3-ring folder with sheet protectors. Students should plan to practice at least 10-15 minutes a day outside of class. Band represents a significant long-term investment of time, energy, and money on the part of you, your parents, your teachers, and the Putnam County School System. In order to gain the most benefit from the band experience you need to put some extra effort into the activity. Please understand that your enjoyment is directly correlated to your ability as a musician; therefore, the more time you put into your instrument, the more you will gain. I do not require a weekly practice record, but I would like you to budget some time outside of class to practice whenever possible. The band room will be open Monday through Friday before and after school to get your instrument. I will be available every morning and some afternoons each week for pass-offs as well as all-state or other practice help. Everyone is welcomed and encouraged to practice before and after school.  
D. CLASSROOM RULES OF CONDUCT


1. Respect and trust the director(s), your peers, and yourself. 


2. Raise your hand and wait to be recognized before speaking. 


3. Listen.

4. Only bottled water is allowed in the band room. 


5. Only touch your instrument.

In general, your ideas, comments, suggestions, questions, grade challenges, etc. are welcome. Your discretion in these matters is expected, however. No part of your grade will be based on anything other than your coursework and attendance. You are encouraged to take advantage of my office hours for help with coursework or anything else connected with the course and your progress.

We will be doing a few fundraisers throughout the school-year to help pay for supplies, new instruments, events, and possibly a spring trip! Each band member will be expected to participate in each fundraiser. Each member will also have a separate account their money will go into which will pay towards the items mentioned above. We are a combined unit and everyone’s involvement is needed for our success as a whole!
